The accommodation during the camp is “Guadarrama” Youth Hostel and
“Avila” Youth Hostel, with the exception of the days of arrival and departure,
which will take place at the first night in Madrid Rotary Homestays and the old
night in Madrid Motion Chueca Hostel.
